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Region 9 Advanced Young Rider Program

Policies and Procedures, Adopted December, 2004

I. Purpose of the Advanced Young Rider Program

  A. Develop high performance Young Riders 

      1. Identify and develop educational opportunities

      2. Provide educational subsidies

      3. Develop an informational support system to promote understanding of and compliance with the rules for performing at FEI levels

      4. Disseminate relevant information during the qualifying season and the development of an NAYRC Team

      5. Focus potential Team members on the purpose and goals of NAYRC

      6. Develop cohesion among group members and Team

  B. Inspire and engage our youthful riders

      1. Expand the aspirations of young riders to achieve on the national and international level, not just local and regional

      2. Build a group of future trainers, instructors, and competitors who will be able to work together to improve Region 9 in the future

      3. Introduce these riders to the concept that they belong to a community both regionally and nationally

      4. Develop the concept that, as part of an elite group with regional support, they have responsibility to reciprocate with service to the dressage community

II. Eligibility

  A. Prioritize via performance level

      1. FEI level riders intending to declare for NAYRC

      2. Declared riders from prior years still within age limits and with potential to qualify again

      3. Non-declaring riders and previously declared riders within age limits now riding 4th or FEI levels and intending to try for NAYRC in the future

  B. Rider Information Form

      1. Purpose 

        a. To identify potential advanced riders, NAYRC qualifiers and Team members

        b. To develop a list of identified riders for communication of pertinent information, tracking of potential qualifiers as performance levels advance

        c. Develop a more complete program that includes identified past, present, and future advanced riders and Team members

      2. Gather information on rider, horse, previous and current performance and achievement levels, training, short and long term goals

      3. Disseminate as widely as possible, including through the Region 9 Young Rider website

      4. Riders interested in learning about, participating in the program must complete and submit information form to Coordinator

      5. Previously submitted forms must be updated annually with current performance and horse/rider combo information

III. Program Member Benefits
  A. Invitation to Educational Programs organized by or in collaboration with Program Coordinator and/or USDF
  B. Educational subsidies

    1. Available to top ten Advanced Young Riders. Prioritized as follows:

        a. NAYRC declaring riders

        b. Declared riders from previous years intending to declare again in the future

        c. Non-declared riders approaching performance level that would make declaring possible in the next year or two

    2. Subsidy limited to $300 maximum per rider to be used for approved clinics

        a. Submit Request Form prior to event

        b. Clinician must reside outside of Region 9, have adequate credentials and reputation as effective trainer

        c. Approval of request based on Coordinator assessment of clinician

        d. If approved, rider must submit proof of participation from clinic organizer, proof of cost to rider, and request for reimbursement to Coordinator

 C.. Other Benefits

1. Information packet explaining the program Outline of Program

  a. Financial estimate of cost of qualifying for and participating in NAYRC

  b. Fundraising Rules and Guidelines

  c. List of Grants, scholarships and financial aid opportunities available. Up-dates to be posted on Region 9 Young Rider website as information becomes available. 

    2. Input into future development of the program

    3. Participation in program activities 

        a. Stabling in FEI Youth section at shows

        b. Representing FEI Youth Program at shows and Region 9 events

        c. Meetings and get-togethers at shows and clinics

        d. Declared riders in Program vote on issues effecting NAYRC Team such as Team logo, colors, clothing, activities at NAYRC, fundraising

  D. Requirements of Program Members

    1. Must adhere to Code of Conduct as stated in FEI rule book

    2. Must participate in Region 9 sanctioned fund raising events for the Program

    3.  Must complete ten hours of dressage community service such as volunteer at shows in Region 9, serve as demo rider or volunteer helper at Judge’s Forums, Instructor Workshops, other events if accepted by Coordinator

   Under the direction of the Region 9 FEI Youth Coordinator and aided by an Advanced Junior Assistant Coordinator, this Program is instituted to attend to the needs of this special group of Juniors.

   A. Purpose : To identify and develop future members of the Advanced Young Rider FEI Youth Program, to inform and encourage participation in the USEF Junior Championships (2006 add USDF North American Junior Championships).

   B. The Program will run along the same lines as the existing Advanced Young Rider Program.

   C. Eligibility: Juniors age 13 to 16 riding at 3rd Level and above

   D. Advanced Junior Information Forms must be completed and submitted to Assistant Coordinator

   E. Top six riders will be eligible for educational subsidies for clinics using same clinician criteria, participant requirements (including dressage community service) and similar rider criteria as for Advanced Young Rider subsidies.

   F. Invitation to Educational Programs organized by or in collaboration with Program Coordinator and/or USDF

Fundraising Rules and Guidelines

D. Reimbursement requests must be submitted within 30 days of expenditures

E. Donations must be submitted to Program Coordinator
